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Abstract:  Presentation discusses why high flows are important to stream dynamics, essential velocity and depth characteristics of high flows, and quantifying magnitude and duration for high flow recommendations. It uses an Aquatic Terrestrial Transition Zone (ATTZ) to define where is the river and a "3-rivers concept" for flow, sediment, and large woody debris transport.  Discussion includes two recent examples of high flow recommendations for watershed planning in Washington State.
